Praise God for the message of Ephesians 2:11-22 – that people of all 
kinds are united as one body through what God has done in Christ.

Continue to pray for strength and healing for those who are unwell.

Yemen has suffered almost unending conflict over the last four 
decades, and the current situation is becoming increasingly volatile. 
Pray that God will show mercy, and for a fair and just government 
that will bring about national unity and peace.

Peace in the Ivory Coast remains extremely fragile, though there are 
signs of life returning to normal in many areas. During the height of 
the fighting, caused by a disputed election last November, a million 
people were displaced. Although many are returning home, there 
are no accurate figures on those still to do so. More than 180,000 
refugees are in neighbouring Liberia, with new arrivals still coming 
across the border, especially from areas loyal to the former 
president. Tearfund asks Christians to give thanks that their 
partners have been able to resume work tackling material and 
spiritual poverty and are helping the most vulnerable. They also ask 
us to pray: (1) for peace to be strengthened between the two sides of 
the recent conflict; (2) for the new government to tackle allegations 
of human rights abuses, levelled against those on both sides, in a 
way that fosters reconciliation; (3) for those who have suffered 
losses in the conflict to have space to grieve and that they are filled 
with a desire for reconciliation, not revenge.
